If you don't have a discount pharmacy in your area, or even country, this can still be an option. There are some reputable companies operating out of the United States, Canada and other countries that source quality branded medication from suppliers in countries with strict medical regulatory frameworks. The savings achieved in this way are used to reduce the price to the customer.

Even with the cost of shipping to your home town, whether in the same country as the pharmacy supplier or not, the cost will often be cheaper than if the medicines are simply bought over the counter from a traditional local pharmacy company.

Like in many businesses there are good operators and bad. Make sure you are dealing with a reputable company. Ask to see proof of registration with the medical authorities in their home country. Street address and other points of contact for the company that are publicly displayed are another indication of a good business. Another important service a discount pharmacy should offer is a help center where you can get hold of a pharmacist to answer questions if need be.
